Jackson Hole (KJAC) Holiday Departure and Quick Turn Management Plan
Jackson Hole Aviation is expecting one of, if not, the busiest Holiday traffic period in our history. Due to the restricted ramp space and the largest airline schedule in history, we are taking steps to enable us to attempt to provide the best experience possible. This plan will be in effect from December 21 to January 4 from 6:00 AM to 10:00 PM.
Historically, December 26, 27 and January 1, 2 and 3 have been the heaviest travel days. Every day between 11:30 am and 2:00 pm, the airlines have scheduled nearly 15 quick turn flights. We expect the taxiways, ramp and deice pads to be very congested with the possibility of complete gridlock occurring if there is weather. Please avoid these travel dates and times if at all possible. Be prepared for delays.
We are requesting all arrivals to notify us in advance of their arrival date and time with anticipated stay if RON, service and transportation requirements. This will enable us to be as prepared as possible to serve your needs.

All departures and quick turns are REQUIRED to reserve a slot to reduce congestion and predict ramp and manpower needs. There will be 12 slots per hour for quick turns and departures, 6 each. Please reserve your slot as early as possible. For departures, plan to be at your aircraft a minimum of 2 hours prior to departure to ensure adequate time for aircraft preparations.  If at all possible, give us a fuel order upon arrival to reduce wait times for day of departure and quick turn fuel. If you are not registered or miss your slot for any reason, we will do the best we can to accommodate your needs, but registered slot holders will have priority.
We will take hangar requests in advance. With very limited hangar space available, requests will be honored in the order received. We cannot guarantee any hangar space requests due to the fact that based aircraft have priority and when all based aircraft are home, we are full. Most of the time, all based aircraft are not here, so we have some room.
